GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

The Stone Family Foundation (SFF or Foundation) is seeking applications for its community grant program to support girls’ education in developing countries.  The Foundation will consider any projects that contribute to a girl’s success in primary and secondary education and facilitate her access to the tools and opportunities to become a participatory and engaged member of her society.  Programs must demonstrate a specific approach to supporting girls and provide unique programs that target girls specifically as part of the organization’s approach to the community in which it works.  

Grants are usually awarded in December of each year.  An application for a grant to be made in December must be received by September 1, 2019. 

Grant requests cannot exceed $25,000.

Grants cannot exceed 12 months.  

Grants that include significant costs for construction and/or vehicle/equipment purchase will not be considered. 

In order to be considered, an organization must be recognized as a 501(c)3 and the application packet must be accompanied by web links to or copies of the following (web links are preferred):

The Internal Revenue Service letter confirming that the organization is a publicly supported charity within the meaning of I.R.C. Code Section 501(c)(3). 

IRS Form 990/990EZ filed within one year of the application.

The organization’s most recent balance sheet and income and expense statement. 

The application should be accompanied by copies of brochures and other publicly distributed materials which describe the present activities of the organization.

The application must be signed by the executive director or equivalent officer of the organization applying for the grant.
